European University Association 'Trends in European Higher Education' Questionnaire 

1. This Europe Note draws the attention of Heads of all UK higher education institutions (HEIs) to the European University Association (EUA)
 questionnaire on ‘Trends in European Higher Education (HE)’. The EUA sent the questionnaire to Heads of HEIs by email on 10 November 2005 with a deadline for response of 2 December 2005. 

2. Conducted every two years, the ‘Trends’ project aims to accurately portray the views of European HEIs on various topics, especially in relation to the process of implementation of Bologna Process reforms in the forty-five signatory countries of the Bologna Declaration
. Heads of over 2000 HEIs in Europe have received the questionnaire as part of the data collection for the project. The questionnaire will be followed up in 2006 through a series of institutional site visits in cooperation with national rectors’ conferences. The findings of the project will be presented to European Ministers responsible for HE at the next Bologna Process summit in May 2007 in London. Information from completed questionnaires will be transformed into aggregated, anonymous statistical data and will be used only for the purposes specified. The report will be published on the EUA’s website and will be sent to all participating institutions. The main purpose of the questionnaire is to analyse the situation on the ground in HEIs across Europe, and it is for this reason that it is essential that as many institutions as possible respond by the deadline of 2 December 2005. The UK HE Europe Unit urges Heads of UK HEIs to respond to the survey which provides an important opportunity for institutions to voice their views on the Bologna Process.
