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European Commission calls for proposals - Erasmus Mundus & higher education reform

1. The European Commission has issued two calls for proposals: one for Actions under the Erasmus Mundus programme and one for projects contributing to higher education reform under the Lisbon Strategy and the Bologna Process. 

Erasmus Mundus

2. The Erasmus Mundus call for proposals relates to Actions 1, 2 & 3 for the academic year 2007/08 and to Action 4 for 2006. The Actions and corresponding deadlines are as follows:

· Action 1: Masters courses offered by a consortium of three HEIs – deadline of 30 April 2006. 

· Action 2: scholarships for highly qualified students from third countries – deadline of 28 February 2007. 
· Action 3: partnerships between Masters courses and third country HEIs – deadline of 30 November 2006. 
· Action 4: projects to enhance profile of EU higher education – deadline of 31 May 2006.

3. The call for proposals for projects contributing to higher education reform refers to the priorities of the Bologna Process and the Lisbon Strategy on competitiveness, and covers the Commission’s three key areas for HE reform: curriculum, funding and governance.

4. The projects selected under this call will be supported by funds from the EU’s Socrates Programme as an awareness-raising activity to promote cooperation in the field of education.
