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UK HE Europe Unit’s ‘Guide to the Diploma Supplement’ 

1. This Europe note accompanies the UK HE Europe Unit’s ‘Guide to the Diploma Supplement’ booklet for UK higher education institutions.  

2. The Berlin Communiqué of the Bologna Process set the objective that “every student graduating as from 2005 should receive the Diploma Supplement automatically and free of charge”. Although a recent Europe Unit survey shows a number of UK HEIs have met this target, others have still to do so. We hope this booklet, in setting out information on the purpose, use and content of the Supplement, will facilitate its production.

3. The Supplement is designed to increase the transparency and recognition of qualifications across Europe and is an important action line of the Bologna Process. The benefits it offers, in terms of providing information on the student, the level and nature of their qualification – and where the qualification fits within the national qualification framework – will help our students to access further study and indeed employment across the EHEA.

4. The booklet is best utilised as a reference document - with different sections applying to different audiences - rather than as a book to be read from cover to cover.
