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1. This Europe Note accompanies the second edition of the UK HE Europe Unit’s ‘Guide to the Bologna Process’ booklet for the UK higher education sector.   

2. The booklet is an updated version of the edition published in January 2005 and focuses on issues of particular relevance to the UK in the lead-up to the next Bologna Process ministerial summit in London in 2007. While the Guide is comprehensive and can be used in isolation, readers may wish to refer to the earlier edition for background information. 
3. The Guide begins with an overview of decision-making in the Bologna Process indicating key players at European and UK level. It then updates readers on the outcomes of the most recent ministerial summit in Bergen in May 2005 before focusing on key developments from the perspective of UK HE. In particular, the Guide sets out detailed information on the implications of key Bologna reforms such as the recognition of qualifications, quality assurance and the Diploma Supplement.
